The Food Fortification Resource Centre (FFRC), established by the Food Safety and Standards
Authority of India (FSSAI), aims to promote the production of fortified foods (+F) to address
nutritional deficiencies. Fortification involves adding vital vitamins and minerals like iron, iodine,

zinc, vitamins A and D to commonly consumed foods such as rice, wheat, oil, milk, and salt to



enhance their nutritional value. Fortification of food typically does not involve the addition of
macronutrients such as fat, carbohydrates, or proteins, synthetic flavors, colors, or preservatives.
